I’m building this computer to be used primarily as a LAN party gaming machine, but also to serve the purpose as a tool for school and a minor video editing machine as well. I want to buy a laptop because I’m sick of packing up my computer to take to LAN parties and rattling loose the screws inside. I want this machine to last me a long time because laptops are really expensive and usually not very upgradeable. The specifications of each part of the laptop are listed on the 3rd and 4th pages.
Case

This case is a wide laptop case. The laptop will allow me mobility to make it easier to carry to LAN parties and to school.
LCD Display


The high resolution with the wide screen is an excellent choice for gaming and editing. The smaller screen allows for more mobility of the system.
Motherboard

The fast Front Side Bus is ideal for intense tasks such as gaming and editing. The external AGP and mini PCI slots allow me to upgrade the machine to accommodate it for newer gaming and editing technology in the future, prolonging the usefulness of the machine. The PCMCIA slot is standard and is also useful for upgradeability.
CPU
The 3 Ghz Pentium 4 Processor is nearly the fastest on the market. This high speed will help in gaming, editing, and prolonging the usefulness of the machine, as an older technology 2 Ghz Processor is still an excellent processor for gaming and minor video editing.
Memory


          512 MB of PC2700 DDR RAM is minimal for gaming and not ideal for video editing, but fortunately I can add onto this later on.
Video Card

This video card is not top of the line, and not ideal for intense video editing. But this card is a reasonably priced video card that is ideal for gaming. It will do fine as a minor video editor, and if I choose to later on, I can save up to buy a better one since this is a removable card.
Sound Card

This is a minimal sound card. It provides 3D audio, which will do well in games. Some people prefer excellent quality sound, and if I so choose, I can upgrade to a Soundblaster Extegy later, but this will do fine for now.
HDD (Hard Disk Drive)

The RPM speed is fast, the cache is top notch, and the capacity is higher than you would normally find in a laptop, but I want to be able to hold many hours of video footage and many gigabytes of cracked games on my computer as I do on my home machine. This will do ok, but I want more space.
CD/DVD

This drive will read and write both CDs and DVDs. This is a useful tool for backing up important data and perhaps copying DVDs for a modified Playstation 2.
Ethernet

This is a standard Ethernet card at a standard speed. It is good and required for LAN parties.
Modem

56K modems are inferior and slow. I do not use them anymore. Perhaps one day if I’m struggling financially or something, I may make use of this, but for now, they don’t have the option to remove it, and it’s useless.
Wireless


This wireless Ethernet card runs at both standard speeds of wireless networking; 802.11a and 802.11b. This mix of both standards is referred to as 802.11g. Perhaps in the future I can access wireless networks at a University or an internet Café. OR maybe someone will host a LAN with a wireless domain, In which case I will utilize this feature. I believe wireless is the way of the future, and I will need this later on.
External Drive Enclosures


As I stated above under HDD, The 60 GB HDD that comes with the laptop is ok, but it’s not enough space for me. I require hundreds of gigs because I’m a data packrat. I have 5 HDDs at home, and I’d like to use them on this computer, since it will become my primary machine anyway. So I bought two external hard drive enclosures that will hold two of my hard drives. Probably my two 160 GB Drives. This will give me the space I need to continue on as the data packrat that I am, and to hold large amounts of video files and cracked video games.
