The temple-tomb of
Starosel is the biggest
one in the Balkans,
dated according to the
excavator from the later
5" Century BC.

The monument was
discovered in 2000, and
investigated by Dr.
Georgi Kitov in the

last summer of that
century.

It is a magnificent
monument of a
powerful ruler of
Thrace, possibly
Sitalkes (c. 448?-424
BC), who was courted

by Athens and Sparta, and invaded Macedonia.
