1n Hungary
there is a $25-35 service charge on cashing
persona checks. Earlier thisyear | have
received a personal check of $50 from one
sister in Christ, and | later had to send it back
because | did not want to pay that large percent
of what she intended to give. (I have never
received any mail from the person after that
incident...) You should either make a bank
transfer or take the risk of sending cash inside
your letters. Inthislatter case the money can
be lost easily, therefore, use this method only
for smaller amounts. Note, all envelopes that
