During the video.

1.  Wind is caused by the heating and cooling of the earth.

2.  Wind is caused by the heat from the sun and the rotation of the earth.

3.  Energy from the Sun heats the land and the land heats the air.  That heated air rises because it is less dense.  Cool air rushes in to replace the air that traveled upward.

5.  A barometer measures the pressure in the atmosphere.  When the air is thick it is heavier; when the air is thin it is light.

6.  High barometric pressure means it is sunny.  Low barometric pressure means it is stormy.

7.  Sloshing air makes wind.

8.  The Jet Stream is a high altitude wind that moves from West to East.

9.  Air rises at the Equator and sinks at the North and South Poles.

1.  Why would it take you longer to get from Washington DC to Hawaii than it does to return?  The jet stream moves against your plane when flying west.

2.  Why is there no wind in caves?  There is no change in temperature.
