5.Developing a light-weight workflow engine

Description: We at Torry Harris, felt the need for a suitable workflow management solution while developing J2EE-based applications for our customers. We needed it to be lightweight, embeddable and, most importantly, Java-based. Since none of the solutions available at the time in the market satisfied our needs fully, we decided to create such a solution ourselves relying on our expertise in developing mission-critical distributed enterprise computing solutions. The solution, christened “dotFlow™”, has now matured to the point where we feel we can offer it in the market so that enterprises can readily benefit from it.

dotFlow is written completely in Java and was designed from the ground up to be lightweight and embeddable. It had to satisfy all the requirements listed in the previous section for it to be a viable solution for our needs. In line with the move towards writing distributed specialized applications instead of monolithic general-purpose applications, the dotFlow engine is completely distributable.

Applications can link to the embedded workflow engine in the dotFlow Runtime Environment to create and manage distributed workflows. An application can readily access and present to a user all the tasks waiting to be handled by him or her, provide handlers for performing automated tasks, query the status of a workflow, etc. The workflow engine attempts to make the best use of available resources while providing robust support for routing various tasks.

My Role: As an Architect, I have extensively involved in the design and development of this product, right from designing the engine to designing the visual studio, developing sample demos and documentation and finally writing an installer. My core involvement in development cycle is in developing Worklist management, visual studio, Installer and utilities like alarm service etc.

6. Utilities to ASPizer™

Description: The ASPizer™ is a product developed by Torry Harris. The ASPizer toolkit is aimed at organizations involved in the creation of solutions for the ASP market. These organizations could play any logical role – Application Development, Application Aggregation or Application Hosting. The ASPizer toolkit contains features for all these roles. In brief, ASPizer™ provides services like profiling, provisioning, Security, Billing, Routing etc.
