Scout s nust have successfully attended two weekend over ni ght
canpouts before being allowed to attend the sunmer Canp Hor seshoe ful
week of canping. |If the registered adult |eadership deterni nes that
your son may not be ready for a week of summer canp, our scout master
and comrittee chair will neet with you and di scuss your options. W
will make every attenpt to include every boy in our extended canp
program but as young nmen mature at different speeds, sone are just not
ready for a long stay away from hone and parents. For these scouts,
nore tinme in our nonthly weekend outing’ s help them mature and prepare
for the next year at summer canp. Most scouts attend four to five
sunmer canps in their scouting career, so they will have anple
opportunity to reap the benefits sunmer canp has to offer, even if it
is at a later date. |If a scout is at sunmer canp, and is not behaving
properly, we will ask the parent to pick up their child at the earliest
avail abl e time.
