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Family Disaster Supplies Kit:

Here are some suggestions on what supplies you may need when a disaster strikes!

Water:  1 gallon per person, per day for at least 3 days.

Food: Enough for at least 3 days.

  Ready to eat canned meats, fruits and vegetables.

  Canned juices, milk, soup

  Staples-sugar, salt, pepper

  High Energy foods-peanut butter, jelly, crackers, etc.

  Vitamins

  Foods for infants, elderly persons

  Comfort food-cookies, chips, hard candy, instant coffee etc. 

First Aid Kit: Bandages, Scissors, Tweezers, Needle, Antiseptic, Cleansing agent, Latex gloves, Sunscreen, Aspirin etc.

Tools & Supplies:  Emergency preparedness manual, paper cups, plates, plastic utensils, battery operated radio, extra batteries, flashlight, cash, can opener, matches, plastic storage containers, signal flare, tape, compass, paper, pencil, whistle, map, garbage bags, disinfectant, personal hygiene items.

Clothing & Bedding:  Take at least one complete change of clothing.

Shoes or work boots, rain gear, blankets, sunglasses, hat, gloves etc.

Special Items:  Baby Items—formula, diapers, bottles, medications.

Adults—medication, denture needs, glasses, lenses and supplies.

Entertainment—games, books.

Family Documents—Wills, insurance papers, contracts, stock, bonds, passports, social security cards, immunization records, bank account numbers, credit card numbers, inventory of household items.
