Rejéct the AICPA Global Credential

CPA’s who are members of the AICPA are being asked to vote on the establishment of a new
certification. This certification was first known as “Cognitor,” a term that was abandoned.
For some time now, it has been referred to simply as “XYZ,” or the Global Credential. It now
has a name, the International Institute of Strategic Business Professionals (11SBP).

Proponents of this credential state that this credential “recognizes that in today’s economic
environment, the lines between formerly distinct disciplines are fading, and business profes-
sionals need to understand a variety of disciplines. “ They continue, stating that the creden-
tial would have five elements: 1)Interdisciplinary, 2) Experience-based, 3) Internationally
consistent and accepted, 4) Requires continuing learning and ongoing assessment, and 5) in-
cludes a strong emphasis on high ethical standards.

Let’s see now, I believe | have heard of a designation called the CMA/CFM. It is interdiscipli-
nary, the exam covers economics, finance, management, accounting, auditing, financial state-
ment analysis, the international business environment, organizational structures, planning,
control and performance evaluation, behavioral issues, decision theory, investment analysis,
information systems, and quantitative methods. To become a CMA/CFM, you must have two
years experience. The IMA is an international organization, offering certification across the
globe. Certified individuals must fulfill 30 hours of continuing education annually, and there
is a strong ethical component to the CMA/CFM.

‘Trying to keep an open mind, | corresponded with the AICPA, asking them how the IISBP
differed from the CMA/CFM. | am still waiting for a reply. It is my view that the AICPA ap-
parently has an agenda in pursuing this new credential, but | am at a loss to determine what
that agenda is. It is the view here that the vote on this issue will fail miserably. Since it in-
volves a constitutional amendment, a two-thirds majority of voting AICPA member is re-
quired. Several state societies, including the FICPA Board of Governors have gone on record
as opposing the credential.

If you are a member of the AICPA, I urge you to vote “NO” on this issue. Encourage others
who are members to do the same. The IMA already has such a designation. | see no need to
reinvent the wheel.
