1.   In your home directory, type vi myfirst to create a new “myfirst” file.

$ vi myfirst

Type i and type the following text(exactly as shown): 

The vi history

The vi editor was developed at the University of c

Berkeley as part of the Berkeley UNIX system.

At the beginning the vi editor was part of the ex editor 

and you had to be in the ex editor to use the word editor.

If you make a mistake on the current line, use the Back Space key to return to the error and then retype the line.  Do not worry about fixing typing errors on previous lines.

2.  Press Esc to go to command mode when you finish typing the text of the myfirst file.

3.  Type : (colon) to go to last-line mode.

The colon prompt is displayed at the bottom of your screen.

4.  Type w (write) and q (quit) then press Return to save your work and exit vi.

You have now created the file myfirst in your home directory using the vi editor.

5.  From your home directory, type vi myfirst.  The file should look like the following:

6.  Position the cursor on the second line and correct the word "c" in california to be "C."

Enter insert mode to type alifornia.  The second line should now read:

The vi editor was developed at the University of California

7.  Press the Esc key to return to command mode.

8.  Position the cursor on the fifth line, and delete the word "word".  

9.  Right after deleting word, enter insert mode to type the word "vi."

10.  Press the Esc Key to return to command mode.
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11.  Position the cursor on the last line of the file.  Insert a line, and type the following text:

The vi part of the ex editor was often used and became

very popular.  This popularity forced the developers to come up 

with a separate vi editor.

The vi editor is a good, efficient editor for everyday editing jobs

although it could be more user friendly.

12.  Change the word extension to x.

13.  With your cursor still positioned on the last line, delete the last line.

14.  Type u to undo the last command.

15.  Position the cursor on the 9th  line, and open a line above it enter the following text:

Now the vi editor is independent of the ex editor and is available

on most of the UNIX operating systems.

16.  Press the Esc key to return to command mode.

17.  Press the : (colon) key to go to last-line mode.

The colon prompt is displayed at the bottom of your screen.

18. Type w (write) and q (quit) and then press Return to save your work and exit vi.


19.  Use either the cat myfirst or more myfirst to view your file on the computer screen.  Correct any mistake if needed.

20.  Print the "myfirst" file by capturing your computer screen, and then printing it to a word processor (10 points).

21. Which commands do you use to display this file on the computer screen (1 point)?


22.  Use vi editor to write one or two paragraphs to describe your computer education/experience, and why you are interested in taking the CIS-14A Unix class.  Turn in the final print-out only (4 points).
