3.  How do you delete a message after you have replied to the message?

4. In the same mail session, if you change your mind, how would you undelete the message that you had deleted earlier?

5. If you want to find out more mail utility, after type $mail, at the ? prompt, type ? to see more mail features.

6. When you send a message - while in the message (compose)  mode, what command should you use to change the subject line?  What could you use to add your user name to the carbon copies list?

7. Again, if you need help in message mode, type the following on the line itself:

Remember to put in the real internet e-mail addresses or your classmates in places of friend1, friend2, etc.  Otherwise, it will not work when you use the mail.

11. What command can you use to mail a file(Letter)  to another user (Joe@crc) with a subject line heading?
