CISC 320: INTRODUCTION TO UNIX

Course Overview:
This course introduces students to the concepts of an UNIX operating system.  The class will focus on the basic operating system concepts involving use of elementary commands, use of the vi editor to create files, use directories to manage files, the use of paths, pipes and redirecting input/output, and an introduction to programming by examining Shell start-up scripts.  The class will include both written and lab assignments.

CRC Policy about the Incomplete Grade (I)
 “An incomplete grade, "I", may be assigned by the instructor when, in the judgment of that instructor, the student is unable to complete the course requirements before the end of the semester due to unforeseeable, emergency and justifiable circumstances. To receive credit for the course, the incomplete work must be finished no later than one year from the end of the semester in which it was assigned. A final grade will be assigned when the incompleted work has been finished and evaluated, or when the time limit for completing the work has elapsed. A student receiving an incomplete may NOT re-enroll in the course. A student may petition for a time extension due to extenuating circumstances.”   

Among the conditions imposed by the instructor that must be met (but are not limited to) are (1) a current passing grade (70 percent or better), (2) the successful completion of all prior assignments and/or exams, and (3) an unforeseen and unusual event beyond your control which prevents you from completing the semester, and can be documented and verified (employment-related events do not qualify).  (4) An incomplete will only be considered after it has been determined that a withdrawal (W) cannot be issued.  If you do not meet (1) through (4), you do not qualify for an incomplete.  

Late Assignment Policies:
Due to the time constraint of the class, late assignment will not be accepted unless you 1) provide written verification from your employer, a peace officer, or a physician, and 2) hand the assignment personally to me with the note attached.  If you cannot make it to class but are unable to provide verification, I expect that you will be able to get your homework to class, to the Business Area office (BS-143, FAX 691-7443), or e-mail me your homework before the assignment is due. If your email/ISP is down, I suggest that you submit your work via fax instead.   An assignment is late when it is not turned in at the beginning of the class period it is due.  It is your responsibility to find out what you have missed if you are absent. 

The format for turning in assignments will be as follows: 

1. Type a cover page to go on top of your assignments which includes your name, class name, assignment number being submitted, and due date for the work being submitted. 

2. Place name, assignment number, and date in the upper right hand corner for each page (Handwritten is OK). 

3. Staple the packet in the upper left-hand corner of the page. 

4.  I will NOT accept handwritten assignments unless I have specified otherwise.

Queries/Appeals for Graded Components:
Any queries or appeals for a graded component (such as a homework assignment) must be directed to the instructor in person within 1 week after the graded component is returned. No adjustment will be made for the scores of graded components after one-week period. Graded course components will be returned to students in any lecture session as soon as they are available.  Students are responsible for keeping track of their graded components even though the students cannot attend the lectures in which graded components are returned. Uncollected graded components will be returned to BS-145B room until the end of the current semester.
