The remainder of the axial and appendicular skeleton shows normal radio tracer distribution.

Normal tracer activity is seen in both kidneys and in the urinary bladder.

CONCLUSIONS:

1) No evidence of metastatic disease to the bone.
2) Degenerative changes as described above.
