Hi, do you have a second?

Awesome!  I’m Andrew and I’m here for Amnesty International, have you heard of our work before? 

Okay well, we’re the world’s largest human rights organization.  What we basically do is work on freeing all prisoners who were unjustly put in jail for their beliefs, religion, gender or status.  And have not used or advocated violence.  We also help to make sure political prisoners receive prompt and fair trials.  We want to abolish torture and all other cruel treatment of all prisoners. 

Right now, Amnesty International is in the middle of a huge 2 year campaign about violence against women, composed of several actions that include addressing government and public complacency.  We’re supporting women to defend their rights, and to ensure that women and girls can escape violence.  You can review the full campaign about this online.

We’ve also been in the Darfur region of Sudan for over a year, where government-supported militias are placing millions of people in refugee camps, where some of them are being raped, tortured or even murdered.   Amnesty is writing letters and talking to the Sudanese government to acknowledge the human rights abuse in the area and asking them to stop
Do you agree with what’s been said?

The reason I’m here today is we’re currently on a member drive.  Because while volunteers make up a huge part of our campaigns, we receive no government funding, so we remain unbiased, and so we rely on people who care strongly about human rights to support this work.

What our members do is, they make small, monthly donations to make sure we can do this work.  This is really the best way to support this kind of work. 

There was actually a Nigerian woman by the name of Amina Lawal, who got pregnant out of wedlock, and because of that she was sentenced to be stoned to death.  Once Amnesty heard about this, we took action right away and went on this huge letter writing campaign, where over a million letters where sent and generated tons of media coverage.  The government overturned the sentence and now she’s living in Sweden, with her daughter, which was only possible with the support of our monthly donors.
Does this make sense to you?

We’re asking people to join with a donation of a dollar a day – which is about $30 a month.  A lot of people seem to be really comfortable with that idea.  Does this seem like something that would interest you?
