	Techtips by Casper

Techtip No. 10

If, like me, you are a lazy sod and prefer the wait-until-it-stops-working-before-working-on-it approach to bicycle maintenance, you will appreciate this tip. The return spring on Shimano XTR rear derailleurs can be set on a "strong" setting. Turn your bike upside down and you'll be able to see a Phillips screw in the derailleur parallelogram at one end of the return spring. Use a screwdriver to turn this screw, which is cammed and will stretch the spring a little more. This stronger spring setting can help overcome friction in your derailleur cables, so you can put off lubricating the cable housings for just a weeks longer. Use this extra time to ride your bike instead.
