DM: How did your family and you end up here in the U.S.?

MH: We moved here because most of my family was coming to the U.S. for a better life.

DM: If there is any chance, would you ever go back?

MH: (sighs) Yeah I would.

DM: Where did you think the Hmong was originated from?

MH: My great grandfathers told us that we came from China.

DM: What happened during the Vietnam War when you were still living in Laos?

MH: (thinking) Wells, we were getting picked on and we were forced to flee the country.  But General Vang Pao had announced that the Hmong needed some soldiers and my husband was one of them.

DM: That’s good that you guys are here in the U.S. but do you still remember anything?

MH: I still remember the migration from Laos to Thailand, and then to America.

DM: How was the living condition there in Laos?

MH: It was very poor, and we basically lived off anything that we could, but mostly agriculture.
