The Vatican ordered a nun, Jeanine Gramick, to cease her ministry to gay and lesbian Roman Catholics. Although she'll obey, she also says that she believes it's "more beneficial" to minister to homosexuals with the church's blessing than without it, although declaring that she would like to "find creative, collaborative ways to lift the burden of this directive from my shoulders."
