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I always enjoy hearing from you.  Your thoughts and inquiries are always insightful and interesting to research.  I am glad to see that you see through the misapplied Scriptures that so many use to try and negate the Truth of how we are to conduct ourselves if we are truly His people.  Those sites NEVER show you passages like these:

 

(1 John 2:3 NASB)  And by this we know that we have come to know Him, if we keep His commandments.
(1 John 2:4 NASB)  The one who says, "I have come to know Him," and does not keep His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him;

(1 John 2:5 NASB)  but whoever keeps His word, in him the love of God has truly been perfected. By this we know that we are in Him:

(1 John 2:6 NASB)  the one who says he abides in Him ought himself to walk in the same manner as He walked.
 

Did Yeshua keep His Father's commandments?  Of course He did!

 

(1 Pet 2:21 NKJV)  For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps:
(1 Pet 2:22 NKJV)  "Who committed no sin, Nor was deceit found in His mouth";
 

(1 Cor 11:1 NKJV)  Imitate me, just as I also imitate Christ.
 

The words of John, Peter, and Paul ALL say that we should walk just as Messiah walked, which is without sin!

 

(2 Cor 5:21 NKJV)  For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.

 

What is sin?

 

(1 John 3:4 NKJV)  Whoever commits sin also commits lawlessness, and sin is lawlessness.
 

What is righteousness?

 

(Deu 6:25 NKJV)  'Then it will be righteousness for us, if we are careful to observe all these commandments before the LORD our God, as He has commanded us.'
 

John says this same thing in his letter:

 

(1 John 3:7 NKJV)  Little children, let no one deceive you. He who practices righteousness is righteous, just as He is righteous.

 

I have yet to hear an effective Scriptural argument against these straight forward and direct Scriptures...   But instead, they (like Christiananswers.net) use some vague references by Paul to try to convince believers to commit lawlessness.   Let's look at those Scriptures that this website attempted to use to convince us to sin:

As previously mentioned, I was researching the idea of embryonic gill slits.  I found some references on Answers in Genesis.  They had material that was linked to another site. Not their site, but I went ahead and did my reading, as I've read topics before that're linked to by Answers in Genesis.  The link was this: http://www.christiananswers.net/q-aig/aig-c031.html.  Now, later I was trying to remember what you had told me about Acts 20, so I began searching the internet and came up with this link: http://www.christiananswers.net/q-eden/rhodes-sabbath.html .  I'm sure you have noticed that both links are of the same site.  I'm sure you will be enticed to read the article yourself, but I will include some text from the site to save you time.  Firstly, they claim that nothing is wrong with "honoring" the Sabbath on Sunday.  Then, they really get into it...

Although the moral principles expressed in the commandments are reaffirmed in the New Testament, the command to set Saturday apart as a day of rest and worship is the only commandment not repeated. There are very good reasons for this. 

New Testament believers are not under the Old Testament Law (Romans 6:14;

Lewt's look at the passage leading up to this verse and let's see what Paul is really trying to say here...  Heck let's just look at the majority of that chapter:

 

(Rom 6:1 NKJV)  What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin that grace may abound?
(Rom 6:2 NKJV)  Certainly not! How shall we who died to sin live any longer in it?
(Rom 6:3 NKJV)  Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?

(Rom 6:4 NKJV)  Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.
(Rom 6:5 NKJV)  For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection,

(Rom 6:6 NKJV)  knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin.
(Rom 6:7 NKJV)  For he who has died has been freed from sin.

(Rom 6:8 NKJV)  Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him,

(Rom 6:9 NKJV)  knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead, dies no more. Death no longer has dominion over Him.

(Rom 6:10 NKJV)  For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God.

(Rom 6:11 NKJV)  Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

(Rom 6:12 NKJV)  Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts.
(Rom 6:13 NKJV)  And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin, but present yourselves to God as being alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness to God.
(Rom 6:14 NKJV)  For sin shall not have dominion over you, for you are not under law but under grace.

 

Paul is saying that there are two states that man can be in: "Under grace" or "Under law."  If we are under grace, we will be judged according to grace under the blood of Messiah.  If we are under the law (and not covered by the blood of Messiah) then we will be judged according to the law.

 

But he is NOT saying, "Do not follow the law."  He is saying quite the opposite as the preceding and following verses show us.

 

(Rom 6:15 NKJV)  What then? Shall we sin because we are not under law but under grace? Certainly not!
(Rom 6:16 NKJV)  Do you not know that to whom you present yourselves slaves to obey, you are that one's slaves whom you obey, whether of sin leading to death, or of obedience leading to righteousness?

(Rom 6:17 NKJV)  But God be thanked that though you were slaves of sin, yet you obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine to which you were delivered.

(Rom 6:18 NKJV)  And having been set free from sin, you became slaves of righteousness.
(Rom 6:19 NKJV)  I speak in human terms because of the weakness of your flesh. For just as you presented your members as slaves of uncleanness, and of lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so now present your members as slaves of righteousness for holiness.
(Rom 6:20 NKJV)  For when you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness.

(Rom 6:21 NKJV)  What fruit did you have then in the things of which you are now ashamed? For the end of those things is death.

(Rom 6:22 NKJV)  But now having been set free from sin, and having become slaves of God, you have your fruit to holiness, and the end, everlasting life.

 

How could they contort the message of Paul so badly????

 

Let's look at the next one:

 

 Galatians 3:24-25;

(Gal 3:24 NKJV)  Therefore the law was our tutor to bring us to Christ, that we might be justified by faith.

(Gal 3:25 NKJV)  But after faith has come, we are no longer under a tutor.

 

Paul makes an excellent point here.  He is saying pretty much the same thing he said in Romans 6.  When we are saved, we are no longer "under the law" for judgment.  

Here he calls the law "our tutor to bring us to Messiah."  How does the law bring us to Messiah?  We have to look at "how" we are saved.  The first thing that happens in the experience of salvation is that we are convicted by the Spirit of Elohim.  What are we convicted of?  Our sin, naturally.  How are our sins defined?  By the law.  The law is actually out tutor to bring us to Messiah.  It is through the law that we are convicted of our sins.  Other sections of Galatians remind us that we are never justified by the law.  Our justification only comes through Messiah.  But our sanctification, which brings us closer to Elohim, comes through obedience to the law.

Paul continues in the remainder of that chapter to prove the point that when we are saved we become a part of Israel, regardless of our race or gender.

 

 

(Gal 3:26 NKJV)  For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.

(Gal 3:27 NKJV)  For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ.

(Gal 3:28 NKJV)  There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus.

(Gal 3:29 NKJV)  And if you are Christ's, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.

 

 2 Corinthians 3:7, 11, 13;

This one is retarded.  It has nothing to do at all with following the law.  It only deals with the blindness of the Jews who reject Messiah.  I'm not even going to post it.  If you see it as something different, let me know....

 

 Hebrews 7:12).

(Heb 7:12 NKJV)  For the priesthood being changed, of necessity there is also a change of the law.

First of all, this is in reference to the Priesthood only.  How could Messiah be our High Priest if He wasn't a Levite?  There is a sound Scriptural answer to this.  First of all, who was initially to be the Priests for Israel?  (Guess what?  It wasn't the Levites...)

(Exo 13:1 NKJV)  Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

(Exo 13:2 NKJV)  "Consecrate to Me all the firstborn, whatever opens the womb among the children of Israel, both of man and beast; it is Mine."

After the Exodus, Elohim made a "substitute" for this consecration.  He substituted the Levites instead of the firstborn.

(Num 8:15 NKJV)  "After that the Levites shall go in to service the tabernacle of meeting. So you shall cleanse them and offer them, like a wave offering.

(Num 8:16 NKJV)  "For they are wholly given to Me from among the children of Israel; I have taken them for Myself instead of all who open the womb, the firstborn of all the children of Israel.
(Num 8:17 NKJV)  "For all the firstborn among the children of Israel are Mine, both man and beast; on the day that I struck all the firstborn in the land of Egypt I sanctified them to Myself.

(Num 8:18 NKJV)  "I have taken the Levites instead of all the firstborn of the children of Israel.
So you see, the Levitical priesthood was merely a "substitute" the REAL priesthood for a time.  The real priesthood (after the order of Melchizedek) is for the firstborn.

(Col 1:15 NKJV)  He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation.
(Col 1:16 NKJV)  For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for Him.

(Col 1:17 NKJV)  And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist.

(Col 1:18 NKJV)  And He is the head of the body, the church, who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in all things He may have the preeminence.

So the "changing of the law" is only referring to the priesthood and is only a removal of the temporary substitute.  This priesthood was set up in order to prepare us for the Priesthood of Messiah.  If the law no longer applies, why is Messiah wasting His time as our High Priest according to the law??  Shouldn't He know that this High Priest business is no longer needed?  (Well, we DO need a High Priest...)

But I don't expect churchy folk to understand.  It seems all they want is a gracious license to sin..
