Notes: All written work must be typed and printed in MLA format (1" margins, double-spaced, and appropriate heading and title). SA-l must have a works cited section of at least five entries, two of which may by from the Internet. Retelling should be limited to no more than 10% of the paper. Evaluation criteria includes (probably in this order):


Clear thesis statement,


Compelling introduction,


Evidence in the body to support thesis including quotations from the text, 



secondary sources with citations, and other illustrations,


Conclusion that provides closure,


Readability with original and interesting observations and smooth transitions,


Variety in the works cited sections, and


Standard MLA formatting.
