Registry Back Up

The Registry is made up of two seperate files, System. dat and User .Dat You must never delete, move or re-name these files, and most important of all, do not try and open them using windows Explorer.

It is possible to edit them using the Registry Editor and if something major goes wrong, you may well be talked through this by a friendly voice at the end of a helpline.

A few cautionary words about the Registry Editor.

First, there is an undo option and secondly, you can't get out by closing without saving your changes as changes are automatically saved.

Any mistakes made here could result in any program or even Windows itself not working properly- if at all.

Windows 95 comes with the Microsoft Configuration Backup utility (CFGBACK).

It's not part of the standard install of Windows, and you don't add it in the same way you would normally add Windows components. First put your Windows CD-ROM in it's drive-cancel if it autoplays.

Right-click on the Start button, and select Find. In the Named box type in CFGBack. Click on the down pointing arrow next to the Look in box, and select your CD-ROM drive. Click on Find Now. The folder's location will be listed under the heading in Folder.

Now use windows Explorer to locate CFGBack, so that the two files CFGBack.exe and CFGBack.hlp are visible in the right hand pane. In the left hand pane, open your hard disk so that the Windows folder is visible. Click on the plus signs not the folders themselves. Now, hold down the Control key and highlight both of the CFGBack files, then right click on them and drag them into the windows folder. Select copy here.

Create a shortcut to CFGBack on your desk top. To start, either double-click on the program's icon, or click OK. Click continue until you get to the main screen. Up to nine copies of your Registry can be kept. Type in a name for the backup, and click Backup then Yes.

To restore your Registry files, start CFGBack as before. This time, click on a back up from the list of previous backups, then click on Restore. The saved configuration will be copied over the current configuration files, which will take a couple of minutes. When this has finished you will be prompted to shut down your PC.

WINDOWS 98:

Windows 98 has a Registry Checker, which automatically backs up your Registry each time you switch your computer on. It will also check the Registry files, and fix any problems. If you want to run Registry Checker manually, click on the Start button, and select Run. Type in scanreg.exe and click OK. To restore the Registry manually, restart your computer in MS-DOS mode. You'll be greeted with a Dos prompt which looks something like C:\WINDOWS> Type in scanreg/restore. Then select a backup, Windows 98 keeps the five most recent, and press Enter on your keyboard.

This Utility is extremely handy when, as it always does, windows forgets to do what it was created for.

Hopefully this will be of some use to you when you suddenly find that your CD etc dosn’t work anymore,

Just backing up your Registry should, in theory resolve the problem, or more serious when you try to get rid of proggies you have downloaded from the net ie: BONZAI Bastard. Who when you use  the uninstall utility fucks off with half of your DLL files* LMFAO*
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
