Changing Windoze Start up and Shut down Screens

Screens

Windows start up and shut down screens as boring as they are just BITMAP files ie: BMPs.

However, Windows doesn’t make it easy to find them, they are hidden files, and by default you can’t see them. Open Windows Explorer, then choose folder options from the view menu. Select the view Tab, then go to Advanced Settings and click the button next to the Show All Files, then click ok.

Now you need to find the files, the screen that says “ Windows 95/98 is now shutting down” is called a logo. sys . The screen that says “ It is now safe to turn off your computer”, in amber is a logow.sys file

(Not all PCs will show this).

Right click on the start button and select find now. Type in logo.sys, logow.sys into the named box. Choose your hard drive from the look in box and click find now. Microsoft dosnt want you changing these files hehehehe.but we know a man who can don’t we children? YES cloven.ok Firstly you have to make back-up files of the original just in case anything goes wrong *.YOU HAVE BEEN WARNED*.

Be very careful that you are only doing this to the two .SYS files that are mentioned here, there are many others which should not be touched on your PC, and if you change them your OS may not work properly causing you to have to format ARGHHHH!!!!!!

Right clickon each Icon, (you can do this in the first dialogue box if you want) and choose copy, next, find a suitable place for the files ( somewhere where they will be easy for you to find, your desktop for example), right click and choose paste, right click again and choose re-name add a 1 to the copies name so windows dosnt get confused as to what directory it has to look for these files, and you wont forget where your back ups are %)=).

Return to the originals, right click and choose open with in the dialogue box that now appears, scroll down until you find either paint, paint shop pro or the normal graphics viewer you use to browse bitmaps, and click open.

Make any changes to your bitmap that you want, don’t worry if it looks squashed as windows will stretch it automatically to fit the viewing area of your monitor. You can edit the image as you wish with either something you have created yourself or you have downloaded off of the net, or I have put a few good examples of different Microsoft ones on my web site, also if you can’t be arsed there is a proggy on my website(free BTW) called logo changer.exe that will do all this for you from the comfort of your arm chair Ya lazy bastids!!!!!!! Hahaha.anyway this will brighten up an otherwise dull/depressing start up and shut down screen.

If you are creating your own for example in paint or PSP, select all or part of your new image, and choose copy from the Edit menu. Now, switch to logow.sys, from the Edit menu scroll down to Paste,then across to new selection. Now you’ll see logow.sys is acting like a window on the picture that you have pasted in, use your mouse to move it so that the part that you want is showing.

Finally save logow.sys back to the windows folder. Your image will be shown whenever windows shuts down, you do exactly the same with logo.sys and that becomes your start up screen.
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
