In “History of the Pennsylvania Reserve Corps” by Justin R. Sypher, he recalls the actions taken place by the Reserves during the Battle of Dranesville.

However, he contradicts himself twice when giving the casualty numbers suffered by the Reserves.

Indeed it is nearly impossible to give exact numbers, or names to go along with the numbers, but his numbers do not add up to the amount of men he lists.

For Example, he states:  

“The casualties in the Reserve Corps in the battle of Dranesville were, six killed and sixty-one wounded; two were reported missing.”

As that paragraph goes on, he starts to give the names of the slain, he lists:

1. Samuel C. Walker, 6th Pennsylvania Reserves

2. Daniel Darling, 6th Pennsylvania Reserves

3. John Sexton, 9th Pennsylvania Reserves

4. John W. Stockdale, 9th Pennsylvania Reserves

5. George Raup, 13th Pennsylvania Reserves “Bucktails”

6. George Cook, 13th Pennsylvania Reserves “Bucktails”

7. Samuel Galbraith, 13th Pennsylvania Reserves “Bucktails”

As I numbered them, he lists six names, however in the previous paragraph he lists only 6 Killed, but names 7.  He then goes on to give numbers suffered by each of the Reserve Regiments, as follows:

“6th Regiment, 2 Privates Killed – 1 Officer and 12 Privates Wounded” Total = 15 Casualties.
“9th [Regiment], 2 Privates Killed – 2 Commissioned Officers, 1 Corporal and 17 Privates Wounded” Total = 22 Casualties.
“12th Regiment, 1 Wounded” Total 1 Casualty.
“13th [Regiment], 2 Privates Killed – 2 Officers, 1 Sergeant & 25 Privates Wounded” Total = 30 Casualties.

Sypher’s tally by regiment totals to 68 Officer’s and Men.

But before his numbers are given Sypher says:  “The casualties in the Reserve Corps in the battle of Dranesville were, six killed and sixty-one wounded; two were reported missing.”
