MUSCLES THAT MOVE THE MANDIBLE (LOWER JAW)

Masseter

O – maxilla and zygomatic arch

I – angle and ramus of mandible

A – elevates mandible, as in closing mouth, and retracts mandible

N – mandibular division of trigeminal V

Temporalis

O – temporal and frontal bones

I – coronoid process and ramus of mandible

A – elevates and retracts mandible

N – temporal nerve

Medial pterygoid

O – medial surface of lateral portion of pterygoid process of sphenoid bone; maxilla

I – angle and ramus of mandible

A – elevates and protracts (protrudes) mandible and moves mandible from side to side

N – mandibular branch of trigeminal V

Lateral pterygoid

O – greater wind and lateral surface of lateral portion of pterygoid process of sphenoid bone

I – condyle of mandible; tmj

A – protracts mandible, depresses mandible as in opening mouth, and moves mandible from side to side

N – mandibular division of trigeminal V
