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PROPERTY VALUES ARE ON THE RISE
These data are from the realtors' Multiple Listing
Service and are most comprehensive, but exclude
private sales.  Five houses sold in Echo Hill South at the
average sale price of  $186,420.  The three bedroom
houses on Moss Lane, Stony Hill Road and  Cranberry
Lane sold for between $168,700 and $176,500.  A three
bedroom on Flintlock sold for  $190,400.  For the first
time a 4 bedroom home on Flintlock with gas heat sold
for over 200k, namely $225,000.

As reported to condo owners in November, there were
two sales of two bedroom condos at Webster and Eaton
Court.  Prices ranged from $124,000 to $195,000.  The
owner architect who got 195k had totally renovated the
condo.  Six three-bedroom condos sold for between
$130,000 and $224,700.  The latter condo has two and
one half baths and is one of the three condos to have
added a sun porch to the deck.

In sum, members of the Echo Hill South Association
should be delighted by these data, since they reflect a
steady appreciation of value for our condos and homes.
