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For my paper I would like to address the ethical issues that frame war atrocity.  I propose to do this by specifically examining the "science" of several Nazis.  One person I would like to examine is Josef Mengele and those who worked under him.  In regards to Mengele's work I would like to specifically address, not only his experiments on those in Auschwitz, but also his enlistment of Jewish doctors who came into the concentration camps.  Many Jewish doctors' lives were spared, but at the cost of using other Jews as test subjects.  If I find enough space in my paper I may also address some other scientists who worked at Birkenau perfecting the gas chamber, though this depends on the information I am able to use about Mengele.  After examining in depth these war atrocities I am going to attempt to develop some ethical frameworks that could be possible in this type of culture that would be able to justify the actions of those involved.  Then I would like to address that this is not novel and draw some comparisons with those whom western history looks on more favorably, which are responsible for equally unethical acts.  Currently I have not decided which acts I am going to use in comparison.  I am currently debating using the civilian bombing practices of the British, or some of the more current events in the Middle East such as torturing civilians or targeting civilian centers.
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
