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Summary

High attention is paid to The School Leaving Certificate (SLC) Examination because it is seen as a sole measure of success for schools, teachers and students. However, it has been heavily criticized in that it tests a narrow range of skills. The concern is thereby that as a guide to teaching and learning, it is imparting a low degree of learning outcomes. 

   This study looks at the SLC from this stance and investigates whether the SLC is a satisfactory measure of educational achievement in terms of the learning outcomes it imparts. The focus is on the range of abilities it tests and the views of people who are well acquainted with this examination. 
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
