Go left (south) on Fenning to
School Blvd. Right on School Blvd to the High School which will be on your right.
From St. Cloud, eastbound on 1-94, take Monticello exit #193, which is Co. Rd. 25. Proceed south on 25 to
School Blvd, turn left on School Blvd and proceed to the high school, which will be on your left.
