VIDEO CLUB





Video club sub-committee has decided to manage the club in the following manner (Sub-committee members listed in the April ’97 edition). The objective of the Video club is to provide easy access to the Telugu video cassettes to all members of the Association. To achieve this objective, it is decided to operate 2 or 3 branches of the club in different regions. To start with, Mr Sarma Cherukuri (Altona Meadows, Tel. 9369 7156) and Mr. Sai Kumar Jayanti (Ormond, Tel. 9578 1349) volunteered to run the branches from their residences. The association requests  volunteers for running branches from Eastern and Northern areas.





The club will operate on the following conditions:





1. It will be run from first week of June’97 purely on a no profit - no loss basis  


2. Only the paid members of TAAI are eligible to utilise this facility


3. Operating hours are between 4 - 6 pm on every Sunday


4. Depending on the revenue generation, new cassettes will be introduced 


5. Hiring charge is $1.50/week per cassette, with a limit of 2 cassettes/member/week.  Members intending to take cassettes on a regular basis are requested to pay $6.00/cassette/week in advance each month so that sourcing of new cassettes can be planned. 


6. Copying of cassettes is strictly prohibited.


7. In the interest of promoting this club, all members are urged to utilise this service  effectively and make it viable.





Please note that the organisers are running this club on a voluntary basis. All the members are requested to co-operate with them (and help if needed) for the smooth functioning. With a view to improve the service, a review will be conducted every three months. If you have any new ideas or any concerns, please let us know.
