BEST OPTION: Why? It is cross platform; has shared storage;
and can be viewed from school, home, college, or work.

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4. Create a plan for the portfolio organization.

5. Use peripherals to digitize documents.
A. Microphone

A microphone can be used to capture a student’s reading
progress during the year or for a student to narrate his/her
selections. Macintosh computers come standard with either a
built-in or external microphone. Use SimpleSound (found in the
Apple menu) to record the student’ voice. Windows computers
will need a sound card with microphone port and an external
microphone. The program, Sound Recorder, comes with Windows
and can be used for recording.

B. Scanners
Scanners can be used for digitizing photographs, artwork, and
other handwritten documents. The price of scanners has been
heavily reduced in the recent months. A flat bed scanner will
give you the most options for size and shape of documents to be
scanned. Scanners take a "picture” of the item, which then
stores the document as an image. 1T you are interested in
editing the text, you must use Optical Character Recognition
(OCR) software to scan the item.

C. Digital / Video Camera
Digital cameras are now affordable for almost all schools. They
provide the benefit of being able to immediately have a picture
that can be added to any presentation or portfolio. Video can be
taken in through a regular VCR camera if you have an A/V
computer. Other options for video include the Quick Cam
"eyeball" camera or the Hitachi MPEG camera, which stores 20
min of video or 3000 pictures on a PCMIA card. Due to the
amount of storage space videos utilize, keep video segments
short.
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6. Create the portfolio

Creation of the actual portfolio will depend on the software you have
chosen. You will need to know the basics for page creation as well as
how to incorporate the media.

The example below will get you started with HTML tags using Notepad
or SimpleText.

<head> begins the header
<title> Put name of page here</title> puts title in title bar

<body> begins the body
