





ACCESSING THE ES/9000 REMOTELY:





OBTAIN INTERNET ACCESS VIA AN INTERNET SERVICE PROVIDER (ISP) OR OTHER INTERNET ENTRY POINT.  TO ACCESS PCC’S ES/9000 YOU NEED A 3270 TELNET CLIENT.  PCC HAS MADE A FREEWARE PROGRAM AVAILABLE:  QWS3270.  THIS IS THE SAME PRODUCT THAT IS USED IN THE LAB.





TO GET THIS SOFTWARE, PERFORM AN ANONYMOUS FTP FROM 192.220.19.214





PATH = ftp/pub/library.tcpip/clients/16.bit





FILE = qws3270.zip





This is a 16 bit windows program.  Unzip it into a directory and create a program icon for it.





Machine name for the ES/9000 = pccvm.sycrci.pcc.edu


             -or- IP address = 192.220.19.1





The logon process:


	>connect to your ISP with your dialup package


	>start the QWS3270 program from your desktop (configure it


for the first time)


	>connect to the ES/9000.








The current version of NETSCAPE contains IBM HOST ON DEMAND that can be used to access the ES/9000 using the above address.








You may want to ftp files to/from the ES/9000 via WINFTP or WSFTP or command level ftp in MSDOS. Use the above address and your userid and password.  The browser NETSCAPE doesn’t transfer ES/9000 files properly.  








The PC’s in the CRC are set up with Windows 95.  After logging on to the Novell screen, go to the ‘start’ button.  Then use PROGRAMS, INTERNET APPLICATION, TELNET CLIENTS, AND TELNET 3270 to get into the ES/9000.

Type your userid and password then hit the enter key and wait for the ready prompt.  Do not hit the enter key until after you have typed in the password.  (There will be a few lines of information on the screen that you can disregard until the READY prompt appears.)








Some commands you can use at the READY prompt:





(a)  to copy one file to another


     copy filenamea filetypea filemodea filenameb filetypeb filemodeb


     example  -  copy vjlab1 cobol d yrlab1 cobol a





(b)  to create a file or to edit an existing file


     xedit filename filetype filemode


     example - x vjlab1 cobol a 


 


(c)  to print a file using carriage control characters


     print filename filetype (cc)


     example  -  print vjout1 out (cc)

     pcobol (see page 3 for the screen that pcobol invokes)





 to get a file list screen

Option 6 will get a listing of what is in your account. If you performed the copy statement correctly from the READY prompt, you should find yrlab1 cobol to access (type X under CMD column and hit ENTER) for further editing.





Or try Option 0 to access your file for editing.





Option 1 will start a dialog for you to compile your program.





When the compile is done, option 2 will put your compiled version or listing into your account (area of the system reserved for you).  You must retrieve your compile after it has finished running.





Use option 6 to then select your listing with an X and go to the bottom to check for compile errors.





Option 3 will open dialog to test run your program.





You may print a file using Option 8 but it is recommended to use the PRINT with carriage control (cc) shown on page 2 when printing your output.

FILE COMMANDS (type on the command line near bottom of screen)





	FILE			save file and quit editing


	SAVE			save file but continue editing


	UP n			move screen up n lines


	DOWN n		move screen down n lines


	QUIT			quit editing w/o saving changes from last save or file


	QQ			same as quit


	TOP			move screen to top of file


	BOTTOM		move screen to bottom of file (can use just B)


	SET NUM ON		show line numbers for each line on the left

	PF1		help screen

See bottom of screen for other PF key actions such as file erase. It is more desirable to use the PRINT command with carriage control as shown on page 2 instead of the PFKEY for print of your output files.

'35'  Miss-match on record size between program RECORD CONTAINS clause and the                  record size entered when attempting to run the program.


 


'39'  Input record is smaller or larger than the FD says it is.


 


'41'  Trying to OPEN an already OPENed file.


 


'42'  No stop run or two CLOSEs for one file.


 


'46'  Reading past end of file.  Extra READ statement in logic.


 


'47'  Attempt to OPEN a previously CLOSED file.  No STOP RUN.


 


'48'  Opening a file as input that should have been output.  Failed to specify OUTPUT on the OPEN statement.  In a program with an "internal" sort, if you do a write to a report file in the input or output procedures prior to opening the file (which is being done after the sort is over).


 


'90'  FD record description must match the record size in terms of bytes.

SA03/A03  Task attempted a return when one or more of its subtasks had terminated.





SA13/A13  Wrong file number in label parameter.





SB37/B37  Not enough disk space available for output file.  Possible endless loop.





SD37/D37  Same as SB37. (No secondary allocations).





SE37/E37  Exceeded max reels for tape output.





S0C1/0C1  Operation Exception.  Common causes:  001-2 Out of space,


001-4 Invalid record length or blocksize specified.


- Failed to specify a file when attempting to run the program.


- Incorrect index or subscript value in the program (table overrun - run-away subscript).


- Program contains no "GOBACK" verb or contains a "STOP" verb.


- Linkage/editor problems.


- Read/Write attempt on a closed file (or a file not yet opened).


- Failure to specify a ddname that is used by the program.





SOC2/OC2  Privileged Operation. An unavailable operation has been requested.


Common Causes:  Failure to specify a required, or entered an incorrect DDNAM,
