	Cerebral Palsy
	A group of no progressive neurological disorders that are the result of damage to the cerebrum.
	A result in the oxygen supply
	Muscles spasms, poor coordination and balance, hearing problems and speech problems
	Physical therapy programs may use braces, and walking aids

	Multiple Sclerosis
	A degenerative disease that destroys the myelin sheath, which surrounds many nerve fibers.
	Unknown
	Balance and coordination problems, speech difficulties, and hearing difficulties
	No cure, but therapy helps many patients lead a more productive life

	Down Syndrome
	A mild to serious mental retardation that is a result of a chromosome abnormality in which an infant has inherited an extra chromosome
	Unknown
	Normal or severe mental retardation
	None

	Poliomyelitis
	Viruses that enter the body through the mouth, react the bloodstream through the stomach or lungs, and then attic the central nervous system
	Any one of three types of viruses
	Paralysis of the limbs or respiratory system
	Salk and Sabin vaccines

	Epilepsy
	A disorder of the nervous system caused by a sudden burst of nerve impulses in the brain
	Seizures
	Seizures
	None cure but drugs can control most seizures

	Parkinson Disease
	A degenerative disease that interferes with the transmission of nerve impulses from the motor areas of the brain.
	Unknown
	Trembling of the hands and feet, and rigidity of other muscles
	Use of the drug L-dopa.  The drug reduces the effects of disease in most patients

	Rabies
	A viral infection of the brain and spinal cord
	Bite from and infected animals
	Restlessness, mental depression and painful spasms of the thought
	A series of injections after a person has been bitten

	Alzheimer Disease
	A degenerative disease that attacks the brain, destroying brain cells
	Unknown
	Gradually lose of memory, judgment ability, speech, and coordination 
	None

	Meningitis
	Certain types of bacteria viruses, and poisons
	Certain types of bacteria, viruses, and poisons.
	Severe headaches, high temperature, some vomiting, and sore or tight neck muscles
	Antibiotic drugs are used, when the cause is known to be bacteria

	Encephalitis
	An inflammation of the cells of the brain
	Known but many occur as a result of complications associated with a virus
	Headache, fever and convulsions
	Time
