for First Practice
Blackout

When bells sound in Wilton on
the evening of February 24, the
town will be having its first black-
out rehearsal, Air raid wardens
will patrol the roads to make sure
that not a spark of light shines
out into the darkness.

Chief Air Raid Warden John 0,
Disbrow said the blackout would
last, about half an hour. Alarms
will be sounded some time between
8 and 9 p. m. He added that the
chief purpose of this test blackout
would be to discover how far the
bells could be heard. Other com-
munities use sirens to warn of
impending blackouts. but Wilton
plans to use its church bells.

Householders are instructed to
be In readiness for the test, by
having blankets or curtains on
hand for use on windows in the
rooms that are to remain illum-
inated. Instructions for black-outs
received from the State Defense
Council in Hartford give detailed
pointers for private dwellings. The
suggestions,:

Remain in the house as much
as possible.

Put out all lights at the public
alarm signal or on orders from
responsible officials or wardens,
except in rooms effectively blacked
out.
