George told us of the activities of one of 3 companies he runs in Nelson: Seabed Mapping International Ltd. This company provides specialist mapping information to the fishing industry, usually in secure electronic format. This information is used especially in exploratory and developmental fishing. 


The surface of the moon is, in general, better mapped than the sea floor and George explained how use is made of US sourced GPS and satellite technology to develop maps at different scales and accuracy for the different client requirements.


First order mapping is done by adjustment of sea level heights to take account of gravity anomalies and thus produce a facsimile of the sea floor. Mapping of this type led to the identification of the sea floor south of Madagascar as a potential Orange Roughy ground.


Second order accuracy is achieved with side scanning sonar using a sender towed below the thermocline. This allows a 5km swath to be mapped, compared to the 50m line covered by an echo sounder. This enables an area of the sea floor the size of the South Island to be mapped in about 10 days at a cost of less than $1 million. George's Company have mapped more of New Zealand's Exclusive Economic Zone than any other organisation, including MAFfish and the Navy. Acoustic imagery can then be used to produce the equivalent of an aerial photo of the sea floor. Highest accuracy is achieved by computer grooming of the data together with extra echo sounding lines and a contour map at 10m intervals is produced. Differentially corrected GPS and the computer capacity now available economically, allow this to be used on board the fishing vessel in real time to steer the catching apparatus. This allows maximum catch efficiencies for the quota species and minimal by-catch.


New Zealand has the 4th largest EEZ in the world and under revised United Nations rules allowing extension to the edge of the continental shelf, it will get even bigger. Management of this Zone on a maximum sustainable yield basis is helped by the information Seabed Mapping International Ltd can produce.
