5. Through the blessing of the upright a city is exalted, but by the mouth of the wicked it is destroyed.  11:11

6. Boastful words can hardly become reality.  25:14, 27:1

7. The wise restrains his words and the fool uses many words.  10:19, 17:27,28

8. The lips of the righteous know what is fitting, but the mouth of the wicked only what is perverse.  4:24, 10:32

9. The mouth of the righteous brings forth wisdom, but the mouth of the fool gushes folly.  10:31, 15:2

10. An evil man is trapped by his sinful talk, but a righteous man escapes trouble.  12:13, 13:3, 14:3, 18:6,7
