Now that you have it downloaded let’s begin on how to install the home,there is another great tutorial that can be found at Mall Of The Sims that also goes into great detail on the proper way to add a new home to your sim’s game.





As always it is a great idea to backup your files and the files you want to back up here  are the ones that are found in your “C:\Program Files\Maxis\The Sims\UserData\Houses\ “ We suggest you make another folder and copy these files there Don’t delete them just do a copy and paste the other group of files can be found in your “C:\Program Files\Maxis\The Sims\UserData\Export\” directory do the same thing copy and paste them to another folder.





This step is very important you move your family into the LOT where the new house will go, before you move the house onto it. If you don't do it in this order, your gonna have to pay the full price we’re having an opening special so we don’t want you to pay full price.....lol, ,To move your family in just evict them from where they are living now with that little bulldozer icon at the top of the screen,bet you were dying to try that out anyways eh!!!





When prompted if you want to bulldoze the property click yes if  the property number is the same the same as the lot number that your new house is own EXAMPLE if the home you just downloaded has a lot number of 4 and this is currently the lot number your sims are now living click yes to bulldoze the home down.If your unsure what lot you are on just go to the opening screen where you first see the houses hold your mouse over the home your sims currently live in and see the lot nuber.Pretty easy so far eh!!!





Ok now that you evicted your family proceed to the move in new family and select your family.....yes your family,move them to the lot number  where your new home is gonna be built  now save the game and exit completely out of the game.





Now that the family is moved in your ready to move on up to special class of people “LOG CABIN” owner’s.Now go to the directory where the files were unzipped we set it up to unzip them there for you to make it a little easier,if unsure where they are just look for the Simtime Directory all files will be there.Ok now our log home was built on lot four so go into the main Sim Directory “C:\Program Files\Maxis\The Sims\UserData\Houses\” and look for the file House04.iff Delete this file......yup you read right delete this file now go to your Simtime directory and copy the house04.iff file there to the directory where you just deleted the file.....copy the floor files and wall files to thier proper directory in the sims and that is it you are now ready to go to the game and enjoy your new home.This is the first of many log cabin’s we are plannig plus more,know someone in real life you would like to torture them download them one of our mobile homes that will soon be completed(not really mobile but same layout).All we ask in return is a little e-mail telling us you downloaded one of our homes and how you like it.You can e-mail us at sim_time@yahoo.com or visit our web-page at http://www.geocities.com/timessquare/3478/Sims/Simtime.htm
