Task (B)

The storage medium of the smart cards is much better than that of swipe cards because it uses a chip with onboard microprocessor instead of a magnetic strip.

I recommend the use of smart cards for the school system because they are more secure than swipe cards and there have been occasions in the past where students with home computers have actually edited their swipe cards.

There storage capacity is much larger which will be useful for the task, and swipe cards would not work due to the way the system requires them to be left in the machine.  They are unsuitable for this due to the way they require the user to “swipe” them.
Smart cards are also more durable than swipe cards, they can be bent by accident as long as the chip is not damaged and have even been known work after being snapped and taped back together.
