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To play or not to play

Playing “The tape” crucial to House probe, says solon
Anakpawis party-list Representative Rafael Mariano today urged his colleagues in the House of Representatives to play the ‘mother of all tapes’ right in front of President Gloria Macapagal-Arroyo and ask her point blank if the voice was hers saying it is very crucial to the probe.

Mariano’s statement came after reports quoted Cavite Rep. Gilbert Remulla saying that “I think whether or not we will play a tape will be subject to debate, and a very fiery one for sure.”

The militant lawmaker said that “playing the ‘mother of all tapes’ before Ms Macapagal and asking her to comment on it is very crucial to the investigations.” 

“Ms Macapagal, the justice department and her bunch of flip-flopping spokepersons’ claim that the President was wiretapped, that the tape is inadmissible as evidence, and that the on-going mass dissemination of the tape is seditious are all meaningless. Unless, Ms Macapagal listen to the tape and categorically confirm or deny that it is her voice,” says Mariano.

“That is, if the President will not snub the invitation of the House,” says Mariano, member of the committees on national defense and electoral reform, two of the five committees conducting probe on the tape.

Mariano also said that “Ms Macapagal’s continued silence on the tape heightens the Filipino people’s suspicions that the voice belongs to the unlawful occupant of the Palace.” #
