Youth group launches massive “tape-listening” campaign
Ringtone distribution, Fashion Revolution to ensue
 
Anakbayan today held a teach-in and “tape-listening session” at the Freshman Assembly at the Little Theatre in UP Manila and in a community in Sta. Cruz, Manila as part of its campaign for truth and 
integrity. 
 
“We encourage the youth to listen and find out for themselves whose voice it is in the tape. After listening, the answer should be obvious enough,” said Eleanor de Guzman, Anakbayan secretary-general.
 
Similar sessions were already held in UP Diliman, Polytechnic University of the Philippines and other schools and communities within the past two weeks. Numerous other sessions will also be conducted simultaneously in the following weeks. Other activities such as the “Hello Garci” ringtone distribution and the Gloria Resign Fashion Revolution will also be launched within the next few days.
 
“The youth is restless and itching to be involved in whatever way. If these efforts brand us as destabilizers, then so be it. We are determined to probe into this matter despite Malacanang’s efforts to gag us,” de Guzman stressed.
 
She was referring to the deployment of trucks of army troops around the vicinities of PUP, EARIST and Arellano University last week to prevent an alleged destabilization plot from students. Some military and intelligence forces have also reportedly “visited” the UP Diliman and PUP student council offices.
 
“That is pure and absurd paranoia. President Arroyo is desperate and this is yet one of her ploys to dissuade the youth from finding out the truth behind her audio tape scandal. She accuses the youth of destabilization when she has no one else to blame but herself for all this brouhaha,” she pointed out.
 
She added that Malacanang’s tricks are way too late.
 
“As we speak, various student councils, publications and youth organizations are coming together to join the quest for truth and integrity. But our quest does not end after the whodunnit is revealed. On June 30, youths nationwide will hold a National Day of Protest to announce their verdict. The president has reason to be paranoid, after all,” warned De Guzman. ###
