Hinduppara Colony is situated on the border of two states in India on a rock. More than 300 Hindu consisting of approximately 60 families live in this colony. It is not a slum; but almost the same.

All people are very very poor. They earn daily for their life.  Usually, they are jobless or without income for more than 15 days of a month.  Most are illiterate. The living conditions are not hygienic.  There is no electricity, no telephone and not even purified water to drink - their drinking water comes from a local well. They use tin bottle lamps and lanterns with Kerosene oil for their lighting.

There was not even a single Christian within 20 kilometers of the colony.  Transporting facilities are very rare to travel. By the grace of God, the Salem Voice reached that interior remote area about five years ago. We started a Bible class as well as adult education. Many were interested and are attending the classes. We provide medicine, clothes, and children's education.
