June Event(s) Summary

Saturday June 3 2000 - Mullet Lake State Park, Sanford, Florida.

It was the perfect day for a lazy, leisure ride on the St. Johns River.  Mullet Lake is the perfect spot to launch since it represents two different sides of the St. Johns.  The Tom Sawyer/Huck Finn river cruise and the natural/marsh side.  Check out the CFJR_2000 web page for pictures from our previous May trip.

The Huck Finn run is from Mullet Lake State Park Eastward to Lake Harney.  Sites such as bald eagles are common along this scenic tour along the St. Johns.  This leg of the trip is about 40 minutes were we break along the mouth of Lake Harney.  We then briefly explored a small canal/creek that leads to Lake Ashley and had to turn around (too shallow and narrow).  Cypress trees line the banks of this small canal/creek.  We then leisurely returned to Mullet Lake Park.  Two skis called it a day.

The four remaining skis then toured West along the marsh/natural part of the ride.  We stopped, after a 20 – 25 minute ride, for lunch at Gator’s Landing which is near the mouth of Lake Monroe. Gator’s Landing has great food (hamburgers and gator are GREAT!) and has a caged gator area for viewing.  Some of the skis refueled at the marina next to Gator’s Landing.  Two skis went back to Mullet Lake Park after lunch.

The remaining two skis continued their ride across Lake Monroe (Sanford).  They explored the power plant and cruised back into the St. Johns River and continued North.  

The wildlife, scenery, and calm water make the Mullet Lake run a truly unique experience.
