Because a few people have asked me about this, and because the Irish tongue is quite unique, I have made a small file on Ireland in general, regarding TBs. I also included a pronunciation list for the character names.

Ireland in general has heard little of TBs, or Abs for that matter. Those that do know about infantilism would shun it, probably worse than a lot of American states. I have chosen in this story not to focus on some of the worse aspects of Irish society, like the travelling community, who would probably burn a TBs house to the ground (literally, in some places!).

The only connection that most people have to it in fact is the Jerry Springer show, which is NOT a very good representation of Abs/TBs. 

(No offence to anyone on the show, I meant the reaction of the audience)

It’s not all bad, though. Many people in Ireland are very open minded, and accepting of these things. This probably stems from the fact that Irish news channels show a lot of strange stuff, and even the weather has strange things to say. (Partly because with Irish weather they might as well record what they say and play it back every day. It’s a boring job)

Probably the worst thing about Ireland is the lack of TBs. I’m having a very hard time finding other TBs to talk to, which is why I made the site. I sort of hope to find someone else in Cork, in fact.
