ALPS 9TH AP Human Geography

Objective:  To prepare students to pass the AP exam by improving critical reading and writing skills, increase general geographic awareness, especially in the seven subtopics of human geography, and learn geographic perspectives and models.

Suggested summer activities: Learn/review basic map reading and interpretation skills as well as world mapping activities to become more familiar with the political structure of the world.

We will follow the book very closely to begin the course as some chapters apply to several of the topics from the AP course outline.  Once we finish the text, we will start reviewing for the AP exam, applying the concepts from the text to the AP course outline.

Assignments will be of three types: writing, research, and knowledge application.
