‘Genersl Grook, from his commanding Jookout,formed bispla o baétle sud
aeed bin arders for the advance. The Second Brigade csept secrtly along
£ho south sids of tho mountain o operato upon the eneay right. The Thind
Tesorve and Fleventh Vighia ejoined ColonelSikel Begitet o the moua-
tain zoad. The First and Thind Brigades moved down the mountaiu aud
formod It odge of tho wouls immodiataly in the encrays froat der &
“constant i o rebelavtlery. As soou a5 the Socond Brigda bad By
‘engagod tho enmn, the Vit and Thivd Brigades were odred tochargo aoross
he apen 6, i the face of e eneiny's battery and over the rall and log for-
illation of his infantry. The moment. they cume out rom the cover of tha
‘woods, the eneiny apened upon them & tarifo volley of grape aud cavlter,
‘whic 10 fghtily on the advancing column._Colonel Sicke, who sow bia
‘men flling rapidly, oxdeved his comnand tn movo by tho Itk abiaue, 048 (0
‘ecure the protecion of he b over il they were charglag. Thla was dane
in good stpl,tho ravine was gained and they phunged through thedocp stream.
‘They paosed hul a moment o (o bk 124 with & cheer presod up th steep
sidge, tho cnemy receving them with a withring fie a3 they eliubed. tho
height. With an intepldity that aan not be overaed e aled, those who
sursiv o doadl volley, rush o and sealo tho enemy's broastworks. Whils
tho First and Thinl Brigades gun the front, the Scooud, with Leary los,
Dreak in o0 theright. Tho rout of tho enemy both i front and on s right
i shmnltoncous and complete.

“Th cuflading e that was powre [nto the chels o tho right, and the
e trom the front, 5 they e panictrickon and in dstedor, told wih tecible
effct. Tho Aht of e enemy was fllowed up by Colonel Oley with four
‘undsod cavalry.  Morgan, who had jus areivd st Dubln wih < bundeed.
wen rom Saltvile, was coming up 1o tho support of tho rebels, when he met
hein discomed 304 flecing.  Tho sdvance, which pressedu to Dbl drovo,
him Dofure the. Tl 500n aneght rfugo with bis iecing comrades.

Tho loss in Ui eagagoment was ono hundrod 4nd seven illod, fvo
‘bundeed wounded and twenty hissing. The byo Eoserve regiments, numie-
ing from five to six hundred, had froms seventy 4o fo one hundsed killed and
‘wounded.  Chaplain Pomeroy buried the renaius of Colonal Woolwort,
who i, morllly wounded, at the head of bis regiment, together with si¥
privato soldiersof tho Thid and Fourth, uadernesth  locust rée neas g he
stream over which the regiuent charged. Captain Leubart was wounded
carly in tho engagoment, Tho command of tho Third then dovolsod upon
