How to reach us?

	By Road
By Road From the M4 Motorway, continue to follow signs for central London and then for Earls Court. Follow subsequent signs for the Embankment. Continue along the river passing Battersea, Albert and Chelsea Bridges on your right. After Chelsea Bridge take the second left into Claverton Street. Turn first right into Chichester Street, and Dolphin Square is on the right hand side..

By Air
From Heathrow -Underground line (Piccadilly) to Green Park and change onto the Victoria line to Pimlico, approx. 60 minutes. From Gatwick -express train to Victoria, approx. 30 minutes. From London City Airport -train from Silvertown and City Airport Station, approx. 40 minutes.

By Public Transport
The nearest Underground Station to Dolphin Square is Pimlico, which is on the Victoria line and is a two minute walk from the hotel. At Pimlico Station, take the Bessborough Street South exit. Continue down the road, take the first turning into St Georges Square after the church, then turn first right into Chichester Street and Dolphin Square is on the left. All over London, you are never more than a few minutes’ walk from a bus route and there are a number of bus routes leading to Pimlico, including 24 and C10.
