(3/1/02) -- At a solemn moment during the 
busting dai bak hap gallery opening in 
Berkeley, California, LG Williams made art 
history on March 1 by issuing an artwork / 
apology for the harms committed by people all 
over the world from every epoch and age. 
 
The artwork, entitled, “All Apologies:  To 
Those Affected By…” comprised of 500 
postcards, were today mailed all over the 
world to artworld aficionados.

During the opening ceremonies, the Artist 
repeated and reaffirmed the “power of art to 
heal the world.” The conceptual base on which 
the apology rests, stresses that while Art 
should try to remain independent from all 
practical matters, it has, in great moments of 
history, been called upon to make  
“epic, universal gestures.”
