Objectives:

Aesthetic Goals - Students gain appreciation of "Ode to Joy" excerpt from Beethoven's



     9th Symphony.

Theme Information - Students gain understanding of Beethoven's 9th Symphony.  Ludwig

von Beethoven was born in 1770 and died in 1827.  "Ode to Joy"

is a part of Beethoven's 9th Symphony, which was the last 

symphony that he wrote.  Beethoven's 9th Symphony is performed 

by a symphony orchestra which is made up of string, brass and

percussion instruments.

Music Concepts - Know following rhythmic patterns, taken from Beethoven's 9th:

Behavioral Objectives - by singing, moving, associating patterns with written 

   rhythmic symbols

Activities:

1.  Opening Activity - "Beethoven's 9th" hand/foot movements

2. Rhythmic Sequence - teach 4 rhythmic patterns on note "G", using guitar for background musical context.

Evaluation:

1. Students will be able to recognize "Ode to Joy" from "Beethoven's 9th".

2. Students will be able to perform movements to "Beethoven's 9th".

3. Students will associate patterns with written rhythmic symbols.

4. Students will be able to consistently sing correct pitches.
