Major Parts of the Internet

Local Area Network (LAN) – Network of computers over a short distance

Eg. School network

Wide Area Network (WAN) – Network spanning longer distance

Eg.
City to city


Across a university campus


Country to country

Internet Service Provider (ISP)

Router – Send Internet traffic in the correct direction 



Checks for most efficient route



Checks for errors in packets

Repeats – Boost the signal up to maximum levels



Ex. Hubs




Towers spaced nicely (cell phones)

Network Access Point (NAP) – major connection points in he Internet setup at the National Level that connect pathways

Bridges – allow you to loop around or over networks

Gateway – translates between two differences protocols
