Why was it created? 

IT was created for the military, because of the Cold War against US and Russia.  They needed to be able to communicate that would be able to survive bombing.

Who created it?

The Department of Defense.

When did the WWW begin?

The complete set of documents residing on all Internet servers that use the HTTP protocol, accessible to users via a simple point-and-click system.

(Aka: webpages)

To locate a computer on the Internet, you need to its IP (Internet Protocol) address.

What is the anatomy of this address?

(What do the parts tell us?)

The four numbers in an IP address are known as octets, and it is split into two sections, the net and the host. The Net section always contains the first octet. It is used to identify the network that a computer belongs to. Host (sometimes referred to as Node) identifies the actual computer on the network. The Host section always contains the last octet.
