KIEL CATHERS, talking about the pressure and nerves leading up to the first HeLLmet’s pub gig…

So Kiel, how are you feeling in the build up to Hussey’s on Saturday?

I’m probably more nervous now than at the other 2, even the fair because we had some good support for it, this time we’re going on against people we don’t even know, some grannies, some younger ones, we don’t know how we’ll be accepted

With your normal set lists full of trashy rock, I don’t think the grannies will appreciate you too much…

Yeah I know, we actually took some time to think about what the ideal set list would be for this place, chances are we’re getting 4 songs, so we’ve decided to play 4  of our softer kinda songs, ones that the crowd can get in to as well.

Any details on what songs they are?

No, you’re just gonna have to wait and see, one thing that will be different is that we’re not playing sweet child o mine this time, it has been outplayed slightly

Does this mean you’re taking out the old and bringing in some new?

Yeah, in a way, but we’ll always have those songs to play whenever, whatever crowd we have etc.

Will you be concentrating more on your own songs from now?

Yeah, definitely, I think after the fair we’ll work harder and perfect the songs that are just about three-quarters done, and put music to the new lyrics Darrell and I have written

Any news on the demo then?

We’re saving up for a recording at the minute, we have a few tapes knocking around though, and a couple of minidisks. Nothing professional or worth having yet though.
