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Cuts to affect children

with dietary disorders

PARENTS of children with a
dietary disorder which requires
costly special food, face cuts to
their Child Disability Allowance.

It has been proposed that
parents of children with phenylke-
tonuria (PKU) would no longer
receive the allowance after their
children turned 10 years old, and
that children newly diagnosed with
the condition would not be eligible
at all.

PKU is a life-long disorder that
prevents the normal breakdown of

phenylalanine, a part of food
protein.
If too much protein is con-

sumed, phenylalanine builds up in
the blood, which can impede the
brain’s growth and development
PKU sufferers must be placed
on a strict low-protein diet, con-
sisting mainly of fruit, vegetables
and a special health formula.
About 40 families in the St
George and Sutherland Shire areas

have been affected by the disorder.

Tomorrow, May 1, marks PKU
Awareness Day, a chance for
affected families to" educate th
community on the needs of PKU
children and their ability to lead a
normal life.

Engadine mother and PKU
Association newsletter editor
Sharon Clark said that her 17-year-
old daughter was no longer eligible
for the $75-a-fortnight disability
allowance but said she did not
know how she would have coped
financially had she been cut off
when ‘her daughter was 10.

“For myself, I believe 1 would
spend an average of $50 to $60 a
week extra on food for my
daughter,” Mrs Clark said.

“That doesn’t take into account
subscriptions to associations and
journals to keep up-to-date with
information.

“The disability allowance
doesn’t go far and has never been
enough, but it has meant that I
have had that money to purchase

food
maky

Mrs Clark said she had to bake
bread using a special, low-protein
flour and purchase many imported
protein-free foods such as biscuits
at $5 a pack and rice at $8 per
500

Every food item given to her
daughler had to be weighed and
counted in terms of its protein
content. One gram of | protei
equals three units. Mirs Clark’s
daughter is allowed just 17 units of
protein a day, less than the protein
in an egg.

Meats and dairy foods are out of
the question, and even fruits and
vegetables must be monitored
closely

Mrs Clark said the loss of the
allowance would make living with
PKU even harder. She said that
providing PKU children with some
seemingly normal foods helped
reduce any embarrassment they
felt about their condition, particu-
larly at school.

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Toxic organism
found in bay

A TOXIC organism poisonous to humans had
been found in oyster-growing areas around
Botany Bay, according to a State of the Bay
report released yesterday.

The report, released during a news confer-
ence at Brighton Beach, showed that Alexan-
drium spp — an organism known to cause
paralytic shellfish poisoning in humans — had
become an unwelcome guest-at Woolooware
Bay. Woolooware Bay was the area’s last
oyster-farming - area. Production has now
ceased,

Alexandrium spp is believed to have been
brought to the area by work boats travelling
from the third runway at Kingsford Smith
airport to Lewis’ Anchorage.

THE reprocessing-style treatment
of spent nuclear fuel rods —
suggested as a possible activity at
the new ANSTO reactor — must be
banned at the Lucas Heights site,

ording to Sutherland  Shire
Council.
In a motion which gained

unanimous support, the council
agreed that the “conditioning” of
spent fuel rods suggested in the
draft EIS must not take place on the
site.

“There’s a fine semantic line
between ‘conditioning’ and ‘re-
processing’, which council was
assured would not happen at the
new reactor,” said Councillor
Genevieve Rankin, of People
Against a Nuclear Reactor.

“A gaseous and radioactive
by-product is produced when spent
rods are re-processed, and that has
the potential to affect the whole
community.”

Source documents for the reac-
tor's draft environmental impact
statement (EIS) which have not
been supplied by ANSTO must
also be available for public scru-
tiny, according to the council
resolution.

Those documents included base
line data on the environment and
local population, independent stud-
ies on the new reactor’s impact on
its workforce and the public, and
morbidity impact assessmen

During debate on the motion,
only Cr David Redmond spoke in
favour of the new reactor and its

employment benefits for the local
community.

“People have 'been working
there for the last 40 years, and to
suggest they are poisoning local
families is utter garbage” Cr
Redmond said.

However, Cr Redmond joined

colleagues in voting for the resolu-
tion.

According to the draft EIS, the
risk from normal operations at the
new nuclear reactor was “well
within nationally and internation-
ally accepted risk parameters”.

Environmental effects would be
acceptable so long as management
practices at the reactor remained at
a high standard, according to the
