Believe it or not, everyone in the B division is still mathematically alive.    On top of that, there’s only 4 points that separate the 1st place spot and 5th place.

A-Division Summary
George Ripley rebounds from an earlier loss to Carl Hansen and takes 2 points from Sean Coughlin, knocking Sean out of first place and capturing that position for himself.  Sean drops down into a tie for 2nd place.

Carl Hansen continues his winning ways sweeping Dan Taggart of all 3 points.  Carl continues moving his way up the ladder and moves into a tie for 2nd place.  The hapless Dan Taggart stays in last place, but is still alive for a spot in the playoffs.  

Tom Convery only won 2 holes on the front against Ryan Wheeler, but comes back strong winning 6 holes in a row on the back nine and splitting 1 ½ points each.  Tom moves into a tie for 4th place while Ryan moves within 4 points of 1st.

Bob Welc suffers his first sweep of the season against a red-hot John Koehler who shot his second consecutive 86 after shooting a 75 at Spring Hollow.  John is currently 63 strokes under his supposed 99 stroke average and moves into 6th place, but is only 2 ½ points out of first.  And that’s after winning only 1 point after his first three matches.
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Tom’s short game keeps him in the hunt

B-Division Summary
Kevin made up his round against Roman and sweeps the 1st place Roman and replaces him as the leader of the B division, even though he mistakenly shot his round from the BLUE tees.  Roman has only won 1 point in his last 2 matches while Kevin has swept his last three opponents.
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Dan’s been having a tough year
Another sweep that took place at Mainland was Joe McLaughlin who went up against an inconsistent George Hamilton.  After showing signs of a rejuvenated game, Georges putter let him down and as a result, drops down into 7th place.  But, he is still mathematically alive for post-season play.

Last years B division champion Tom Dushkewich keeps his playoff hopes alive by taking 2 points from father-in-law Vince.  Tom moves into sole possession of 4th place and is within 3 ½ points of first.  After losing by 5 holes on the front, Vince suddenly found his game and won the back by 4 holes and almost came back to split the match.

Post Season Play 

Now that the playoffs are right around the corner, let’s review the schedule:

9/11 Quarter-finals at Jeffersonville.  The top 4 players from each division must play head to head.  No tee time has been made, so that will be up to the people that are in it.

9/18 Semi-finals at Delcastle.  The winners of the quarterfinals play each other to determine the winner of each division and who will face each other in the Championship Round.  

9/25 is the Championship Round at Spring Hollow.   Tee time is 10:15.  It is important to let me know if you will be there or not as soon as possible.   Remember, this is also the date that we will be playing the 2-man scramble, so we need to know who will and will not be there so we can make the pairings up ahead of time.
